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ALPINE RIDGE NEIGHHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION announces the completion of their Gateway neighborhood beautification project: of neighborhood entryway signs. Started 2 years ago, this project involved collaboration with First Covenant Evangelical Church and Neighborhood Association members.  It was designed by Dan Wykes, while Jeff Pettera led the application process and receipt of a grant from the Neighborhood Grants Program of the Community Foundation of Northern Illinois for $1400 to purchase the signage from Harder Signs.  Association members raised funds to hire stone mason Mike Bost to repair the stone base for the signage. Mr. Bost generously donated $300 of his services to ensure that the structure was in the best condition for the new signage.  First Covenant Church contributed funds and other valuable resources, including space for meetings and our community garden, towards the completion of the project.  Association Members will maintain the area in and around the monuments to preserve their appearance.

Alpine Ridge Neighborhood Association members are committed to working with neighbors, businesses, Neighborhood Standards, police and other governmental bodies to ensure the safety, beautification and improvement of the neighborhood.   All households in the immediate area of Alpine on the East, Chelsea on the West, Guilford on the North and Eastridge on the South are welcome to join and receive bi-monthly newsletters like those which now go out to over 340 (and growing) households, and participate in quarterly meetings to discuss and plan further improvement and safety projects such as a neighborhood community garden, funded with the help of community garden grants from the City of Rockford, an annual neighborhood garage sale (hosted this year August 12 and 13), and safety checks  by Rockford Police Department of homes upon request.
